Project for "Our Rutland" endorsed by City Council 

The Rutland Town Centre will see a gathering space enhanced inspired by the Our Rutland initiative.
During the idea generation phase from February 3 to 21, 2014, 120 project ideas were submitted by residents. The results of the selection of the top favourite ideas were as follows:

1. Public Market Space (180 votes)

2. Fitness / Urban Movement Park (125 votes)

3. Roxby Park Enhancements (68 votes)

4. Aurora Park Enhancements (49 votes)

5. Community Mural Program (31 votes)

The final project will be a hybrid of the public market space and Roxby Park enhancements.

Council endorsed the project in the Rutland Town Centre in Roxby Park and a portion of the adjacent parking lot. The improvements would include a gateway feature, improvements within the park to accommodate programming of the market, signage, outdoor furniture, electrical improvements, esthetic lighting and resurfacing a portion of the parking lot with a painted colourful design.

We’re pleased that this initiative was able to incorporate a number of ideas generated by the community to support the vision of a vibrant people-place in the Rutland Town Centre, said Mayor Walter Gray. This will be a great addition to the area for residents to gather for events and celebrations and at the same time support local businesses.

The Rutland Park Society will expand its community market in Roxby Park a portion of the adjacent parking lot in 2015 to take advantage of the visibility and central location to the town centre.

The Our Rutland Project should be considered a huge success, said Rutland Community Panel spokesperson, Garry Benson. The City’s efforts to engage the community, develop project possibilities and to finally approve a project that reflects the community’s desires is to be commended.

Next steps will see the detailed design unveiled in the fall with construction and completion in early 2015. The project is anticipated to cost $110,500 with a contingency of $22,000.
