Touched on the Transit Exchange, resurfacing of Hwy 33, project Re; branding Rutland, assault on Mike Kontsontonis (owner of Olympia Pizza and Greek Taverna). Update on the Kelowna Community Associations gathering. 

New Business

1)
President sent letter (or card) to get well to Mike Kontsontonis

2)
Rutland Rebranding Survey discussed by organized group called TRUST (The Rutland Unified Stakeholders Team). Objective by Uptown Rutland Business Association is to involve the RRA, Rutland Park Society, City and others in a project to develop a plan to encourage people to see Rutland as a desirable place to live (students, families) and do business. Presentation to City Council was well received. This presentation attended by Kevin Hamilton on our behalf. A survey of the areas that are or could be serviced by Rutland business will be conducted by UBCO students to develop basic information, do a SWAT analysis (STRENGTH, WEAKNESS, OPPORTUNITIES, THREATS) and make recommendations to TRUST. The RRA is asked to help distribute the survey to its members.  URBA will collect the survey forms from various participants.

3)
Transit exchange is creating some loitering & drug use problems. Community policing & RCMP has been involved to reduce these concerns.  Some means of controlling problems were discussed such as changing the environment to make the exchange less desirable to loiter in.

4)
Feedback about Hwy 33 resurfacing is requested.  At present members were generally satisfied with the project, and very happy to have the road resurfaced,

5)
RATS are a problem in Glenmore. We are concern that they may infest other areas of Kelowna including the Rutland area. 

6)
Sewer development in central Rutland. John Vielvoye to contact City re: update on any progress by the city to obtain a grant for sewer development in this area. (NOTE from secretary: 2008 rejection by property owners of the proposed sewer area to proceed with sewer development. 0f 511 affected property owners polled, 280  (54.8%) responded and of those 92 (33%) wanted to proceed at full cost ($ 13,500), 136 (49%) wanted to proceed only if there was a grant, and 52 (19%) were not interested).
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
