-Louise Roberts and Val Petillion:  Recreation in Rutland/Kelowna

Louise Roberts provided an overview of the City Recreation & Cultural Services Department by outlining the vision, goals and focus of the department. Community and Neighbourhood Programs Branch goals and programs for neighbourhoods were mentioned.
Valery Petillion is responsible for the north east quadrant of the city (Rutland, Belgo, Ellison, Black Mountain) The area extends from UBCO to Gertsmar Park and Black Mountain. Programs include, but are not limited to: neighbourhood band program, multi age programs, community development programs, special events, work with organizations such as URBA and the Scarecrow Festival, parks and play, free neighborhood walks, family activity night, holiday skate, direct deliverables such as programs for families. Collaboration with groups such as the Dodd Road Senior Citizens to help develop and build programs, creating programs that are inclusive and build communities and get people outdoors and interact with each other works with prevention programs for people with chronic diseases are all part of her activities. She wants to work with people to help improve the active lifestyle of people in the community.
